Measuring Impact

The Arizona Statewide Mentoring Coalition intends to hire a third party evaluator to conduct an experimental study on the short- and long-term impact of mentoring services provided through this initiative. The coalition expects the following outcomes to be accomplished: 
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eImproved high school graduation rates

eIncreased higher education attainment
eImproved public safety





Third-party evaluations found Springfield County youth who receive mentoring services are:


25% more likely to graduate from high school


15% more likely to pursue higher education


60% less likely to face incarceration
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
